After that successful 
inaugural trip in 1979, we soon became the 
first tour company granted permission to 
operate in China. This breakthrough 
positioned Jules Verne as the go-to 
organiser for tours to China, and, for the 
next decade, we worked with every major 
tour operator worldwide on their  
China programmes.

Following the worldwide success of that 
first rail journey, dubbed The Central 
Kingdom Express, we organised more 
inaugural journeys, including The  
Patagonian Express, The Raj Express and 
The Cape to Cairo Express. Yet more 
ground-breaking tours followed, as we 
continued to shape authentic experiences 
for travellers with a real sense 
of adventure.
